St. Francis. the som of a merchant of Assisi, was born in that
city in A.D. 1182, Chosen by God to be a living manifestation
to the world of Christ's poor and suffering life on 2arth, he was
early inspired with a high esteem and burning love of poverty
and humiliation.

The thought of Jesus the Man of Sorrows, who had no
where to lay His head, filled him with holy envy of the poor, and
constrained him to remounce the wealth and worddly station which

he abhorred.

The scom and hard usage which he met from his father and
townsmen when he appeared among them in the garb of poverty
were delightful to him. "Mow", he exclaimed, "1 can say truly "Our
Father Who art in heaven’ ", But divine light burned in him too
mightily not to kindle like desires in ather hearts.

Many joined themselves to him. and were constituted by
Pope Innocent II1 into a religious order, which spread rapidly
throughout Christendom. S, Francis, after visiting the East in the
vain quest of martyrdom, spent his life like his Divine Mastar—now
in preaching to the multitudes, now amid desert solitudes in fasting
and cantemplation.

During one of these retreats he received on his hands, feet,
and side the print of the five bleeding wounds of Jesus, With the
cry, “Welcome, sisker Death”, he passed to the glory of his God
on October 4, 1226,

However as some vacancies may arise due to failures in lower

classes or withdrawals, opportunity is provided to all those whe
would like to seek admission to other dasses,

by a copy of the final report card of the school last attended.

Only those who had applied for these classes which have
vacancies will then be issued cards for the Admission Test/

Admission Test: Date/ Time for tests, will be notified on the
notice board.

For Class XI: For students of the College 1 Admission to class

Being a
Science & Commerce College it will be on the basis of performance
during the year and marks obtained at the 1.C.5.E.

Bdmission will be made on the basis of the rules of ICSE after
meeting with parents and the students by the Principal.

For those coming from other schools - a much higher
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percentage will be reguired, depending on the number of seats
available in arder of merit,

THE PRINCPAL reserves the right to admit or to refuse
admission to anybody at any time without assigning any reascn
for his action.

Transfer Certificate : Mo admission can be done unless a
T.C. from a recognised school is submitbed, Those coming from

9. College Fees

Recommendation to Parents/Guardians

Parents are expactad to co-operate with the College authorities
