The credit goes to the far sightedness of the Founder, Rev Fr. Morbert, O F, M,
Cap., an Italian Capuchin pricst who that planted the seed in the city of Mawnebs on 26th
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April, 1885, Ltttk did he oxpect at thal junciure that thet tioy seed would, afier 2
hundred years, grow up into such a gigantic trec, sheltering almost two thousand boys.
Meanwhile, more than 100K students have passed through i3 porials and are now
cherishing noslalgic memaorses of the glorous past.

Walking in the footzetps of the Fousnder, the thirty Principals in succession, lelt oo
stope unlurned For the growth and Jdevelopment of the College. With their swest and
blood ikey buill this Imstiteten, brick by Brick.

Compstitions were conducted rousd 1he clock during the whole week.  Students of the
local institutions actively participated in them and won the coveted shislds and medals.

The Centenary Exhibition. inougurated by Rew Fr. Romano, O. F. M. Cap.,
ex-Principal, was the talk of the town. 5t Francis” College Down the Decades’ occupied
the pride of place, whils *India of My Dreams’ was presented delighifolly. The depic-
tion of the different aspects of I[ndinn life-social, cultural, religious, rural, scientilbs
progress, healtn and hygens, Mational leaders and Lucknow, the City of Mawabs, was
informative,

The Centenary Concert held on 20th and 21t November, 1953, was presided over by
ihe Hopourable Shri Suni Shastri, State Miniter for Power & Energy and Rev, Dr. Alan
de Lastic respeclively. Our students’ parformance on the siage was bevond description.
The audience rolled in laughter while “What Happened to Jones” was gradually revealed.
The College Choir rose to the eocasion by providing melodious interludes.

We were priveleged to have Bishop lgoatius Menezes, ex-Principal, as our Chiefl
Goest at the Cemenary Sports on 2Ind November, 1935 The uniqus feature of the doy

One Hunderd Years of Service

i
The institution had a very humble beginning. From the first two destitute children
to the present strepgth of neadly two thousand studenisisa far cry, yet i1 s a
proof of the sound foundziion and enlightencd leadeiship that this institution has been
blessed with.

It was on April 26th 1885 that Rev. Fr. Norbert, O.F M. Cap., the then Parish
Priest of St. Joseph's Church, Hazratganj. [the present 5t. Joseph's Cathedral] took
wnder his proiection 155AC and CHARLES CLAUDIUS and started teaching them
himsell. This posed 1o the good priest a serious problem but it was alio a germ that
produced an idea, Realizing that kis congregation were in dire need of an cducational
institution for boys, he went about polting his plan into action. It was a bold slep
because in those early days schools of this kind were few and those that existed catered
mainly to the British, the then rulers of this couniry, From the pulpit and in iz houte
to house visits (o his parishoners, the enterprising priest spoke of his scheme and appea-
led for help. Without means and without funds be siaried 51 Francis’ School and
Orphanage. He koew no help would be forth comimg from Goveroment yel he

perievered.

At first be converted a portion of hiz bungalow on the soulb-cast of the church
ground into classrooms and a smull thatched reom that served as his kilchen and store
inte a dormitory. Originally the Pricst House al Hazralganj was situated on the plot
where Cathedral School now stands, Children sterted flacking in. Mr. J. B. 5. Boyle a
leading advocate of his time was generous with his advice and financial assistance and

Mr. H. A. Cosgrove the first full time leacher.

Unfortunately on 26th March 1886, Father Norbert expired at a young age of
forty years, He was succeeded by Fr, Emmanuel Van den Bosch, a Belgian Capuchin
who carried on the good work with the same vigour. The school was saill in its infancy
but the rapid increase in enrolment rendered neccssary o new building programme. On
Sunday, 4th May 1890, Fr. Bartholomew, O. F. M. Cap., laid the foundation stone of
St. Francis' Boarding and Day School for boys. The cost of Rs. 5,094 was paid by Lhe
Bishop of Allahabad, and some well wishers. Ia 1893, Fr. Bartholomew built the new
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priest house on the site where the Bishop's Houss now stands and released the old
preshytery to the schoal and served as the boys dormitory. In 1894, Fr. Petronius
Gramigna, O. F. M. Cap., later to becoms Bishop of Allababad brought the school under
the Edecational Depariment securing for it the recogaition of a Middle School. Constant

additions and re-adjustments were being made to cope with the continuous cxpamsion but
liile could be dome dus to lack of funds and space. In 1908. it was brought Lo the

potice of the school authorities, that a large aad exstemsive property together with a
building in the centre was for sale.

The property was adjoiniag the church compound on Shahnajal Road and was pur-
chased, the amount being paid for by Dr. Petronius Gramigoa, the thea Bishop of
Allahabad. The said property is the pressnt wte of St. Francis® College.

Fr. Celestine, ©. F. M. Cap., was appointed Principal on Ist Juoe 1910, Young
ard eaper, he submitted to the Educational Department a bailding project 10 be erected,
on the newly ncquircd land. Though 1he scheme was approved of by both the Inspector
of European Schools and Director of Public Education, sanstion of the building Grant
was slow in comimg. Too much precious time was used up in correspondence and
finalization of the Builing Plan, Ultimatzly an amoant of Rs. 85,410 was sanctioned
while the remalader of Rs. 35,557 bad 1o be met by the Diocess. On Muy 6th, 1915, Fr,
Celestine laid the corser stoass of two imposiog and spacious buildings on either side of
the ccotral bungalow. Ouwe building [preseat Concert Hall] was meant to House the

school hall and classrooms while the other [present Gynasium] was 1o be a dormitory
for Boarders. [n the foreground was the frout field [I180 x 90 yards] suitable for

games and other school fusctices. The building contract was given lo Mesirs. P, Labanti
and Company of Inaly who despite the restrictions and high cost of material due 10 the
war years were able 1o complete the building by January 1918, On Tih February 1918,
H. E. 5ir Jamss Meston, Lt. Governor of U. P. pald a State vizsit 1o Ihe pew school.
While construction work was going on the school authoritics were on the look out for
more land. At the back of the ont-houses was a lurge Nield 150 X 100 yards [Backfield]
which was acquired for Rs. 664 The acquisition of Dayal Bagh Land came next.
Thus, 5t Frascis' School was given fis footimg in a luge open space with healthy

sarroundings.

Ia 1921, the school secured recognition as a High School and affiliated itsell 1o the
Cambridge University for the Senior Cambridge Examination. From the year on its
coures hat boen one of sleady progress both in the edecational field as well as in build-
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ing expansion. In 1923, Fr. Stephen, O. F. M. Cap., set free the school hall for stedy
purpose by the erection of the refectory. Two years later in 1925, Fr. Celestine realised
bis long cherished dream by providing the school with an Infirmary [Presest Principal’s
office and 51aff Room] and Chapel, In 1929, another urgent neen was supplicd by  the
eieclion und equipment of a Science Labomtory ( present Chemistry Labomatory and
Balapce Room].  This was made posible by a grant from the education department and
a cootribution by Bishop Poli. At the death of Fr. Celestine on 1t April 1541, who
had Been Principal of 5t Francih' High School for over 30 years, his place was taken
by F' John Chrysostom, O. F. M. Cap., who weat all aut Lo provide new classrooms and
remedy a loog felt want, So far the central building an old house, served as Principal’s
and Headmasters office, Priocipals and Disciplisarians living quarters in addition 1o
bousiog the library and classrooms.  In froot of the infirmary, on 12 October 1941, the
foundation stone of the St. John Chrywostom block in kceping wilh the sivle of the olber
buildings, was laid. Part of the cost was given by the Governmen? and the rest by the
mission. It housed the Principals and Disciplinarians living quarters, Principal's office
and some classrooms.

About the same time in 1940, due to the rapid expansion of the Church in North
lndis, the Diocesc of Allshabad became too big to be handied by one man. Heoce the
Diocese of Lucknow was carved out and Fr. Conrad De Vite, O. F, M. Cap., was appo-
ioted as its Mirst Bishop. However duc to the war 1he  Britsh had interned all foreign
missionarks at Dehradun and so it was mot till 16th Febroary 1947, that Fr. Coarad
wis conptcrated ms Bishop of Lucknow,

In post ledependence year the school was ushered into a new era of progress and
expansion acd brought ln live with the pew educational policy. The old cestral buil-
ding bad become an cyc sore and was polied down, and a pew double storey building
containing 14 airy classcooms erected, The cormer stone was blessed by Bishop Conrad
de Vito and was laid by Dr. Sampuranand, Minister of Education, U, P,, on August 2nd
1947, "as » pledge of co-operation beétween the Catbolic Church and the State io the
field of education in the new and indepeadent lodia™ and declared open oo 20st March
1951 by H. E. Shri H. P, Mody, Governor of U. P. The new black was dedicated 1o
Bishop Poli as a mark of gratitude for his eadeavours in the field of education duriog
his ) years misistry, sad for the kecn interest he 1ook in the school during his 32
years a3 Bishop of Allahabad.

The 3t Francls’ Hospital and Charitable Dispensary was officially opendd on Bik
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February 1953, thus providinglibe school with a well equipped and wpto date infirmary
making i1s former accommodation avsilable for the schoal library asd Principal's office.

Since 1920 1he schocl had dreamt of & Teachens’ Quarters.  On 6th July 1559, the
Biskop had the satifaction 10 bless the new Teachers CQuarters sl Lhe entrance 1o the

school compound,

While these three major farks were being dooe the nuhorities did not lose sight of
gemeral improvements and mioor additions, 1o the slready imposing pils of buildings.
New claswrooms, & garage, re-modelling of the servants quarters were all part of the
integral plon of adapiation to present Limes.

But demand for admissions were relentlessly increasing. More classrooms were (he
need of the boor.  Thus io 1963 an old-bouss at the back of the central building was
pulled down and a three-siorey building containing eight classrooms, a stody hall, & sew
sanitary block, two large dormitories and & library were comstructed by the Principal
Fr. Ramano, O.F.M. Cap. The building was opencd on 30th September 1953, by H, E.
Shri B. N. Das, Governor of U, P, The original dormitary was given a wooden flooring
and coaverted ioto & well equipped and medern Gymossium, In the same year the pame
of the Senior Cambridge Examination was changed to Indian School Certibeate Exami-

datlioa,

In 1968 Fr. Remano kit for Lialy afier & long and faithful tenure [ Iodia. s
recogaithon for the swrvice resdered 1o ibe school, the new Priocipal, Fr, Cynl, ©. F. M,
Cap,, isstisted the Fr. Ramano Merit Scholanhip’ for poor Catbolic students in recog-
nition of the work done by Fr. Alfred during bis tensre as Principal from 1953 1o 1958,

Ia 1971 the school was hasdsd ower (0 ibe Dioccsan Pricits and Fr. Leo Lobo
becume the scond Indian to become the Principal of 51, Frascis® School, the first being
Fr. Raphel who was Priacipal from 1949 1o 1952,  la October of the same year Right
Reverend D, Cocil de Sa, was conwerated a3 the sscond Bishop of the Cathalic Dicomse
of Locknow a3 o succesior to Bishop Conrad De Vito who had expired in November the

Previows year,

Sill the demand for admisiion kept increasing. o 1572 the 5t John Chiyicstom
block was pulled down and the fousdation stone was laid for a Jonior block. The new
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two-storyed block was completed in July 1974 and opened by Fr- Raymond in the absence
of the Bishop.

Meanwhile the Council had decided to do awny with the old I 5. C. Examination
at the end of Clags Elsven and introduocs the pew 10 4 2 system with an cxamipaticn a1
end of Class Ten (lodian Certificate of Secondary Education called L C. 5. E) and
another at the eed of Class Twelve (lodian School Certificate examination called 1. 5. C,
(12) k.-.uhn; directly to  University edocation. In 1975, the first bateh of I. C. 5. E. stu-
dents appeard for their examination.  Since there was a lack of Intermediate Colleges in
Lucknow where our students could join; it was decided to open classes Eleven and Twelve
and the institation was rechiristencd” St, Francis’ College™ in January 1576, But the
Science. Luboratories were small to meet these demands, thus the exigling laboratories
were broken down and in its place a two storcyed streciore was pot up. In May 1977,
Fr. Léo Loba was transferred and Fr. Igoatius Meaczes brcame Principal. The Council
bod decided to changs the scholastic year from January-December 1o AprikMarch.  This
made it necessary to have two short yiars, one from January-May in 1978 and asother
from Joly-March in 19781979, la January 1975, Fr. Ignatius Menczes was elevated to
the rank of Bishop of Ajmcr-Jaipar (ihe third Principal of 51. Fraochs' College to be
given 1his hoeour) and Fr. Baptist D' Souza became Principal.  Under him the College
saw many improvements. The entire lroat quadrangle and pathways were paved. old
furaitese periodically replaced and classiooms and buildings given facelifts. In July 1931,
Fr. Baptist D'Souza was transferred and Fr. Oswald Lewit took over the reins of office.
In January 1984, Bishop Cecil de Sa was appointed Archibsbop of Agra and in Seplember
of the tame year Bishop Alan de Lastic took over as the third Bishop of the Catholic

Diocese of Lucknow, Meanwhile in 1983, a third storcy was added to the Junior block

by the preseal Princips).

Today St Francis’ College is recogaised but unaided Anglo-Indiun College establi-
shed and asdmisistratered by the Catholic Diocese of Lucknow, & charitable registered
Soclety. [t aims ot imparting modern educution to catholic students io a mannber that
will preserve their religion, fanguage, script and culiure but admission is mel denied 10

students posscssing other faiths.

First Catholic Bishop of Lucknow
Diocese

Dr. Conard De Vite, O F.M.
Cap., will go down in the history of
the Catholic Charch in North ladia
as ihe wrchitect of Licknow Diocess,
The Diocess of Lucknow, was carved
out of the Diocese of Allahabad and
Rev. Fr. Conrad was made Parist
Priest of 51. Joseph's Church, one of
the imporiant churches in the Deocess
of Allahabad in 1942, Bal Because of
World War 1] and restrictions on
ltalian Missiosaries, Frr Conrad was
consecraled as its first Bishop osly in
1947, Thess were evenifal Uimes, sed challepging days for the MNation a3 well as ibe
Diocese of Lucksow. The former, was emerging from a long period of foreign rule as an
ledependent Nation, while 1the Diocese had to be bublt from scraich to be an jastrement
in the scrvice of the people ns well o8 in spreading the Good News of the Gospels. The
Diocese covered oo orea of 78,500 5. km, and Bishop Conrad had at his disposal 13
foreign missiorarics, 2 Iodian Coapuchin Priests and personmcl of the lIrish Christian
Brothers, 1. B. V. M. Sisters (Bavaria) and I B. M.V, sisters (lIreland), the latter
{hree being invelved in Educational Instituiions. The work was hard painfol and frostrat-
ing, but his labours gradeally bore frait.

Usder a phased development programme that ke planeed, all the existiog schools
wers enlarged woder him and St Francis' School was no exception. The old ceniml
buiding was pulled down asd new cemire block completed in 1951 ms “a pledge of
cooperation between the Catholic Charch aad the State i the fiedd of eduzation jn the
pew and Iedependent Indin™ The St Framcis' School Dispensary was opened in 1953
and the iofitmary shified there, thus providing space for the Principal's offiee and living
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quarlers, A three-storyed strocture for the Stall to live in was constructed at the entrance
of the school campus. The old out-houses at the back of the main building wers
demolished and a thece-storyed building housing the dormitories and classraoms CORELAoE-
ted and finally the St. John Chrviostom block wat pullsd down and two slories of the
presznt New Block in which the Junior School is situated was constrocted. Many new
whools were established in far off places so that the chiliren of the Siate would receive
a good education. One among thess was Sacred Heart School, Sitapur. Started originally
as an orphanage, it has become today an Intermedinte College.

The abandoned babies and orphant were given a home at Anand Bhawan, Barabanki,
To look after thes: walortunats childrea he found=d a secular cangragation called, “The
Maids of the poor.” Soms of these sisters are surrogite mothers to the studént ‘of St
Francis, looking after the Infiimary, Kitchen and Dormitorics. okl

The old people were not forgotten and a "Home for the aged openzd at lh.[h;ndm
thus fulfilling a loag felt need in the north of India,

Az a true son of the church, Bushop. Coerad wanted to love his own clergy=-sons
of the soil-to look after hit vast flock. To this ead be epened 51 Pasls Seminary
Dulkwsha in 1949, The largs number of Priests serving this Diocese and in other parts of

the couniry bear a living testament fo ihe foreaight of 1he Bishop in providing the peopls
of India with an Indian clergy.

But more clergy were required to look after his wasi flock, Thes in 1951 the
cannosion, Sisters look over the St. Maria Gorretti swhool, Bareilly. In 1955 the sisters
of 5t. Anm took over the Infirmary and looking alter the small children a1 51, Joseph's
College Maini Tal. In 1957 the Sisters of the Appostolic Carmel come to run a girls

school al Mahaaagar. [ 1959 Mahanagar Boys School was opened by the Brothers of
Saint Gabriel. ln 1965 the Ursiline Sisters of Mary Immaculate came to take over
5t Mary's School at Bazpur and in 1967 they took over the home for the aged at Kath-
godam aod alio opesed & school there, [a 1964 ihe Redempiorist  Fathers came to take
care of the spiritiual peeds of the peaple of Alambagh. In 1966 the Halimann Capuchine
Friary and Boys School was established at Izzatnagar and in 1970 the Friary, Retreat
House and Navitiate established at Fidelis Ashram Aligang. Started as a clinie, Fatima
Hosplial rapidly grew inlo a modern well epuipped Hospital and put in the charge of
the Medical sisters of §t Joseph since 1965, St, Pauls School Dilkusha was opened jn
1938 to aniwer the pressing demand for 8 school, inthe Cantonment and in 1969,
Mother Teresa's Sisters of Charity were favited 1o optn Prem MNiwas (o look afier
the destitute.
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Further all the existing stalions needed removation and expansion. Thus a new
Priest House and Cathedral Hall was built and the old. Priests House converted into the
Bishops House. Gradually buildings came up on Mahatma Gandhi Marg and Shahnajaf
Road and Cathedral School came into being. The orphanage and school at Jeolikote was
renovated and cxpanded in 1958. In 1953 a Pricsts House and Summer Residence was
was buill at Nainit Tal. In 1958 a Church and Priest House was constructed at Bazpur
in the Terrai forests at Bana the Priest House was broken down and cebuilt.

Finally after providing for the poor, the adandoned babies, the education of the
more fortunate ones, the sick and the infirm and the temporal needs of bis clergy, he
turned his attention towards establishing a land mark that would soon heavenward and
bear witness to what he and his co-workers had achieved with blessings from above. He
initiated the building of the new Cathedral but was unable to see its completion as Death
called, However it stands today as a tribute 1o the “little gaint” the architect of

Lucknow Diocese,

Oa the Ird January 1970, Archbishop
Poli, former Bishop of Allahabad breathed
his last in St. Joseph's Home, Jeolikote,
whers he had spent his retirement, Yet
one could hardly say that the Bishop bad
retired for till the very end he was physi-
cally and mentally interested in peopls
and in his work, His last effort which
probably strained his heart but which filled
him with joy and pride was to travel to
POLIGAMNG a small village named in his
honour 1o bless the new church erected
there. When be returned be expressed a
desire to visit Poligang once again to

view ihe church and the station more closely, but it was not 12 be,

Fr. Angelo arrived in  Allahabad from lialy om 24ih Feb, 1901 and spent 69 years,
in ULP. in the service of the Catholic Church and the poor. In Mov. 1904 he was appoi-
nted secretary to the Ri. Rev. Dr, P. Gramigna Bishop of Allahabad, and former
Principal of $t. Francls’ Orphanage and School as it was called at that time. In November
1915, he was consecrated Bishop and Coadjutor to the Bishop of Allahabad, to become
the youngest Bishop im the world, at that 1ime, to the biggest Diocese on this Globe. In
Drecember 1917 Bishop Gramigna expired and Bishop Poli succeeded him.

The firet need he felt was for Priests, so in 1919 he staried 8 Seminary for Indian
Priesis at KURIL and in 1919 the minature Seminary was shifted 1o Allahabad. Duoring
his episcopate, 37 churches and Chapels were opened in the undivided Diocese of
Allahabad and 28 schools including 8 orphanages were opened or housed in new Comm-
odins and well equipped buildings at a cost that only he would know. 5t. Francis' comes
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under the latter category and we are ever grateful for his generosity. He made it a point
to visdt all his mission stations, vsing al times the most primitive methods of transport.
What is unique in the History of the church is that during his 32 years episcopate the
Diocese of Allahabad comiributed to form entirely or partially the Diocese of Patna in
1919, the prefeciure Apostolic of Jabalpur in 1932, the Prefecture Apostolic of Indore
in 1935, the Diocese of Lucknow in 1940, the Prefecture Apostolic of Jhansi 1940 and
the Prefecture Apostalic of Gorakhpur in 1946, Allababad Dicctse was handed over to
the Diocese an Clergy, “The Sons of the Soil” in 1947.

As a man Bishop Poli was known to be a “Man of prayer.” He was an cloquent
preacher with faultless diction that he acquired with great pains and the desire to atiain
perfection. He was sympathetic 10 all and a source of inspiration to all those who came
in contact with him and has been labelled by those who intimately knew him as one who
had an insatiable love for souls, as a gaint among Bishops, as one who had the gift of
reaching hearts and as one with & spirit of magoanimity and foresight, A loving father
to all, Bishop Poli, who was raised to Archbishop on his Golden Jubilse on 30th Nov,
1965, will be remembered for those fortunate ones who koew him with love aad gratitude
for what they learnt from him,

BISHOP CECIL DE SA

The appointment of Right Rev Cecile de $a as the Bishop of Lucknow marks the
end of one era and the beginning of another in the history of the Diocese of Luckow.
In the past, misstomaries from lizly had come 1o India leaving behind  their homcland
with all its comfort to preach the good news of Christ in o land where everything
including language, food habits and culture were aline to them.  Now, sons of the soils
clergy, religous and laity under the lcadership of & Bishop chosen from among them
would continue the work staried by their Italian predecessors and briog it to completion
with the same zeal and and dedication.

It was on 26th June 1971, that Vatican Radio announced that Fr. Cecil de Sa Vicar
General of the Archdioces: of Bhopal had been chosen to fill the seat left vacant by
the death of Bishop Conrad de Vite on 16ih Nov. 1970. The date of the cogseciation
was fixed for 161h Oct. 1971 in the grounds of $t. Francis’ School. Weeks of preparation
were spent in geliing the venus ready for this great ocassion, however on the evening
of the 15th it rained beavily and continued to do 30 on the 16th, so the venus had to be
shiftzd to the school gymnasuim which unfortnatcly was not big enough 1o accomodate
the large numbers that had come from the four corners of their large diocese gpanning
nearly 78,000 square kilometres (o meet aod greet their own Bishop Swami.

Bishop Cecil was offically emthroned as the first Indian Bishop of the Catholic
Diocese of Lucknow on Sunday 17ih Oct. 1971,  Spealing at the occassion, the Melro-
politiza. Archobishop Athaide of Agra said that this day was a milestone in the History
of the Diocese and & milestone it proved 1o be, for, il Bishop Conrad is considered as
Architect of the Diocese then Bishop Cecil in his short reign of thirteen years proved to
be the Engraver, usiog the foundation left to bim by his predecessor and  enching deeply
inte it this leaving an iodelible mark on the diocese in geoeral and the people of

Lucknow in particalar,

Under his guidance and kelp ncw churches were opensd at Amausi, Bakshi ka Talub
Bailparao, Bhambhi Bazpur, Chorgallia, Bhowali, Dah, Gooda, Kakhra, Mohan Lalganj
and Indra magar, St Joszphs Cathedral and unposing mounment to Bishop Conrad was
algp completed and epened wader him,

Sickness is highly prevalent in the Diocess of Lucknow and to combat this to some
extent Health Centres were opeoed at Adrianpur, Alambagh, Chorgalia and Izatnagar.
Te look after the lepers and the Homeless, a Leprosy Centre a: Mohan Lalganj and
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Prem Miwas ot Bareilly were opened, A Hospital at Poliganj was started by him and
Fatima Hospital was given & phased expassion to include a surgical Block, and outdoor
depariment aed & houwse for the sistens and ourses. To care for the phiyscal and splritoal
need of the prople of the diocese more “laboarers in the Lords Viseyard™ were meeded,
To this cod be invited various religous congregations to coms and work in the Diocese,
among these are Holy Cross Sisters of Amravate, Holy Cross Sisters from Hazaribagh,
Teresian Carmelite Sisters of Verapoly, Francisean Hospitaller Sisters, Sisters of Charity
of Jesas and Mary, Franciscan Ursuline Sisters, Sisters of Queen of the apostles, Sisters
of 5t. ann of providence, Canossian Sisters and the Sisters of Charity at Jyotinagar.

The wealth of & Natlon lies in his children, provided they are educated to become
good citizens. To do this schools were riquired thus Nirmals school Kazhgodam,
St. Paul's School Shabjebaopur, 51. Thomas' School Amausi, S1. Navier's School Bakihi ka
Talab, Poiphpa Vidalaya, Lucknow, 5t Johni School Gola, 51, Francis School Nigohan,
St. Patrick’s School Majala, 51, Anthony's School Bara Baoki, St. Peter's School Mobas-
lalgaej, Don Bowxo School Lakhimpur and Dominic Savio School Indrasagar wee
cpeced by him.

Bul cven these schools were nol enough to meei the increasing demands for English
Medivm education, thed eaistiag $thooli had to be entcoded and up graded, Thus
St. Astheocy's Jeolikote, Anscd Bhawan Barabeoki, St. Ageas’ School Lucknow,
St. Pauls School, Lucknow, 35i. Pauls School Shahjahmpur, St. Mary Sehool,
Manaknagar and Carmel School Mahanagar were expanded. 5t Francis Collzge too was
pol neglected, Usder him a New Junior Block was completed, the laboralories were
extended and reequipped, and the statun of the institution was raised from that of a
school to college preparing students for entrance into University,

Even though condensed these fow lines bear testimony 1o the hard work and zesl
shown by Bishop Cecil. Perbaps it i1 in recognition of his abilities thar Bishop Cecll
was raised to Archbishop of Agra in Jan. 1954,

PASSING AWAY OF A PRINCIPAL

Cn the [4th June, Very Rev. Fr. John Chrysostom, O.F.M. Cap., passed away
peacefully at Lucknow afier 58 years of Missionary life in India. The funcral took place
the following day and his mortal remains were interned at the Loreto Cemetry, Lucknow,

On 12th Juoe his 82od birthday, ¥. Rev, Fr. Chrysostom had celsbrated Mass as
osual, Tt was fo be his last Mass. Oon that day he made his general confession as if it
were bis last one, Long before, he had repeatedly asked to be given Extreme Unction
while still in his senses. **The only grace", he said, [ ask of God is to receive the last

Sacraments before T dis."

In the evening of the 12th, he I'-:l£ tired and complained about the excessive heat,
During the night he did not sleep and felt very restiess. Upto the l4th noon his
condition did not give any cause for anxiety. Then at about 3 p,m. he started runniog
@ temperature and within a few hours he passsd away suddenly, & victim of heat

exhausiion.

On Sunday morning a stream of people came to pray and pay their last respects to
the memory of the dear deparfed. The funeral was well attended inspite of the heat,

Born at Lugo in Iialy, on June (2, 1576, Fr. John Chrysostom was ordained priest
on August 3, 1899, He came to India in December 1900 and remained here for the rest

of his life.
ALLAHABAD AND LUCEKENOW

Mearly a dozen missionary stations, in the old and rew dioceses of Allahabad and
Lucknow, had him as their Chaplain, Wherever he went, he distinguished himsell for

his zeal, leadership and saintly life,

He held many responsible posis which he discharged with dignity and ability, He
was Superior of the Mission, Principal, Diocesan Councillor, Notary, Treasurer, Censor
of Books, Director of the Pootifical Mission Ald Socictics and for many years Chancellor
of the Diocesss of Allahabad and Lucknow,

With keen foresight he started the Catholic Orphan Press atKanpur, the publication of
“Catholie Life", o parochial magerine of Lucknow and founded a Muscum for ihe

Mission at home, Since 1923, he was commissionsd to collect articles for the Warld
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Mission Exhibition, which was bheld In Rome in 1925, to which he was scol as a

represcntative of 1the Allababad Diocese. In appreciation of the good work dooe he was
awarded the Silver Medal *PRO EXPOSITIONE MISSIONARIA VATICANA." Allahabad

Kanpur and Lucknow were the missiopary stations which benefited most by his
eaterprising sstivity,

The early years of his misslonary carcer were spent at Allahabad in the capacity of
Asistant Chaplain of S1. Joseph's Cathedral and later as Chaplain of that important
railoay colosy. Kaopur had hin for many years, There be cembellished the chunch and
erected its main marble altar. While in Lucksow from 1931 to 1942, be was chiefly
responsible for the boilding of Holy Red:emer Church at Alambagh, in the rafiway
colony, He was aleo Principal of 5t. Francis’ High School, Lucknow from 1935 1o 1936
and again in 1941 - 42. He constructed several clasirooms and 1he sdmiaisirative block,
On Scplember 30, 1955 be was awarded the tith of *Very Rev. Father' in recogrition of
his long and active missionary life.

PRAYER AND FAITH

A pricst of prayer and of faith, be selflessly spent his emergivs in the secvice of the
people of Indin. His activity was marked by & rigorous roatise of life, which enabled
kim to utilise to the uimost every sipgle spare minute, lo the midet of his manifold
pre-gccupations, he found time to collect and set in order sumberless precious documents
in regard 1o the origin and developmeat of the old Mission of Allahabad, He also
published some religious books and historical records, The following imcident gives us

an issight of his inner life!

Immediately afier his death his Superior looked for the “Despatch Box", which he
was sure would conlain the last wishes of the deceased. There in he found a slip of paper
in which ihe late Fr, Joha Chrysoitom had writtea that he wished, with 1the permission
of his Superior, to be buried with the same religious habit, Rosary and Crucifis, which he
Best wore st his religious professios, nearly 66 years ago. He bad carelully kept thess
articles all these years with vencration as a pledge of his total conscoration 1o God and
in order 1o appear before Him dressed in the wery same clothes of his firsi religious

profession.

This slone bespeaks of his high standard of spiritual life and we may comider it ihe
last spirivual will he bas left (o us.

“Hum buddha admi Hal"”, we often heard Fr. Cyril sigh. By 1968, he felt that
Old Father time was his constant companion. This was his fourth assignment in
St. Francis', his third as Principal, so he knew well the complex burden this post carried.
But then, he brought to it the experience, witdom and knowledge of old age from which
the institution, staff and students reaped a riched harvest during the three and hall
yvears he was Priocipal before he lelt India.

Fatber Cyril came out to India in 1937, so he had observed a stage in the growih of
81. Francis’, Whenever it was placed in his custody he watched over it with & personal
care of a good gardemer.  Like a father he would not permit his charges 1o forget those
who had from time to time strengihened the foundations of the institutions - Bishop Poli,
Bishop Conrad, Fr. Alfred and Fr. Romano = to name just a few. Establishing the
Fr. Romano Merit Scholarships and Fr. Alfred Silver Jubilee Scholarships was proof of
this, likewise he affiliated the insilution to matters world wide - whether it was to
maourn the death of & leader, rejoice in man's achicvements in space or perpetuate the

teachings of *Bapu®’.

Father Cyril answered prompily the call of duty. He was always found “in the
thick where the fight be.” In the office, in the classroom, on the games field, in the
concert hall, with the boarders, teachers, domestic siaff and parents, there was Father
Cyril ready to share a 1ask, encourage, crack a joke and even reprimand if necessary - all
in the ipterest of 5.F.5.

Maoy inngvations took place during his time, The School Captain, Prefects and
Houss Captains were not just appoinied but *“sworn’ in., This made them Feel the
responsibility of the post they were given. Parents day added afresh chapter in the
progress of 5.F.C. After the parenis had met the teachers, Fr. Cyril spoke to them, He
conveyed 1o them in no unccrisin terms the importance of their cooperntion in the
education of their boys in honesty and truth as well as knowledge. The School Fete was
revived by him, and be saw it that boys profited from the experience. They plansed and
worked aloagside the Siaff thus learning the value of well organised and disciplined work.
He taught them to be thoughtful of their less fortopate class-fellows, as the proceeds of
the Fete were uiilized for the education of poor scholars.
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The school day was loeg and busy coough bur io addition be bad other Diocesan
responsibilities, 1t was not surprising  that this already delicate bealih ofien sufercd
under the lead of his duties. He took all this in his stride, always with a smile, It was
therefore, with mixed feclings that the mews of his leaving India was received.  We wounld
lose & Principal and friesd but he necded & rest from heavy work for a whils.

Perhaps we shall meet again, Perhaps we shall hear his golden ¥oice, ns we
regember it, lifted in prayer, light with laughier, heavy with sadoess or rich with music.

Thank you fatker Cyril for giving so geserously 1o so many in India and Luckaaw in
particular the best years of your life.

FATHER ALFRED O.F.M. CAP.

Rev. Fr. Alfred, former Principal of St. Francis’ High School, cclebrated the Silver
Jubilee of his ordination 45 a priest on 3rd Juae 1959 at Walmer, Port Elizabeth, South

Africa.

In 1953, Fr. Alfred became Principal of this institution. Those were post indepen-
dence days - a period of transition for the school - and it was through this difficult
period that Fr. Alfred steered this instilution with a sure and steady hand, with shrewd
forcsight, undaunted courage, relentless sacrifices and limitless patience and understan-
ding. With in the six years of his lenure of oflice he more than tripled the sumber of boys'
on roll. [t was mainly due to his magnetic personality that he succeeded in making this
vast improvement and firmly establishing the school as ome of the most popular and
lzcading educational institutions in Lucknow,

Paucity of funds and Limited accommodation did not deter his valant heart from
going ahead with his plans.  With a singleness of pucpose, selfless devotion and a smi-
ling fuce he set about the self imposed task of expanding the school.  Ewery conceivable
method was mobiised and geared into action to meet the ever growing need of extru

classroams.

With his inexhausitble fund of ingenuity, repartee, good humour and shrewdness,
he was never 8t a loss to face any exigency which occurred, be it occasional by cxacting
school inspectors, irale guardians, exasperating teachars or recalcitrant studenti.

He possessed an astonishing abundance of bonhomic and good faith, placing impli-
cit trust and conlidence in thosc who worked under him.  He had the rare quality of
believing in the goodness of others. Incapable of animosity or deception, he would
never oredit others with the same. He loved simplicity, freedom and direet action and
be sucereded most admirably in ¢reating an aimosphere of devotion to duty around him,
free of tension and discontentment.

Those who had the good fortune of working under him have nostalgic memorics,
He was 1o zll a Principal, & complete anti thesis of a martinet; he was a friend, cfforves
scing with good humour and joviality, kind and gencrows to a fault, sympathetic and
understanding to every litthe nced.  Those were haleyon days - reminiscent of the days
of the Nawabs - for that is how he made each one feel u master in our own demain,
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Mot only did Father Alfred leave an indelible mark on the hearts of all thase who
had the good fortunme 10 know him, but he left lasting impressions on the wvery grounds
where present gemerntions tread. The enmtire quardrangle and pathways were paved
during his time, the statue of our Patron Saint with it little garden, another reminder:
the school dispensary opened during his tenure: and the buildi ng of the Stafl residential
quarters were envisaged during his tenure.  Numerous improvements were made in every
sphere of school life which no doubt have been forgotien, in view of the more imposing
buildings that followed in later years.

Words are inedequate to express in their magaificent fullness the rare qualities that
endeared Fr. Alfred to all those who knew him.  His name will echo through the corri-
dors of the institution as long as its foors are trodden wpon by those who have known
him. A man's worth is known nmot by the stones raised in his memary, but by the
bearts which remember him with love and  gratitude.

Over these years we came 10 know and understand him as a Principal, guide and
friend, meeting the demands of S.F.5 made upon him. Many and wvaried were these
demands. They were met with calm assurance and surmounted with a finesse born of

untiring cfforts and attention to detuil.

The pressing need for more accommodation was first ensed by the addition of
three class rooms, @ study hall and & library. These were but stepping stones to the
imposing *New Block™ of five clasi-rooms, two dormitories and a new sanitary block
completed in 1963, By this lime (o0, cach class-room boasted new and more durable
furniture. The Gymnasium, Laboratorics and Concert Hall shone in the light of their
respective improvements. A ‘face Lift' for the kitchen and hospital, a new statue of
our Patron, 5t. Francis’ of Assisi, 2 modern sanctuary for our chapel and swimming pool

were among the glowing points of the years 1961-67,

Perhaps this unflagging spirit permealed the air of S.F.5. It burst forth in bud and
then fowersd in (he steady improvement of the Indian School Certificate Examination
results and Eoglish and Hiedi Eloculion Contest and debates of o higher standard. The
school M.C.C. sports, gnmes and debating teams thus gathered lourels.

School aclivities both academic and extra-caricular, have from the spning-board of
Father Romano's incentive been lawnched into wider spheres.

The first charity-ball in October 1961 was a fine method of mixing business with
pleasure, Owing to Father's initial guidance and organisation this event has grown to be
one of the social events of ths town.

A keen sportsman himsclf, Father Romano often joined both Staff and boys in
lively games of football, badminion and also in the swimming pool.  His sportsman's
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spirit must have been highly contagious for even *hookworms® like mysell were drawn to
the happy ‘Tia and bottle Tournaments."

You may well imagine what enjovable octasions the Siaff picaics, excursions and
even annual dinners were with a friend and guide at the Belm.

He smiled, worked and even moumed with wi 5o ofien, though, must be have
toiled and worried alone, for every viclory achieved means a battle fought. Ofica the
leader stands alone-not always an enviable position, any principal will asiure you.

In Memoriam

(Mr. P. Flyng)

The 11th of February 1964 closed an eventful Chapter in the Efe of Mr. P. Flynn.
It was o sad day for those who had known him to learn that Mr. Flynn was no more;
and sadder sull was his funeral where realisation emphasised that be had indecd gone
from our midst,

Mr. Patrick Flynn was borm on the 26th of September 1885, Inm 1892, while yet an
infant he was sdmitted to this school which too was in its infancy. He completed his
studies in 1901 and was appointed a teacher hers in January 1902 He left for his
teacher's tra'ning which he received at the Sanawar Training College, and returned to
his beloved School as a trained teacher; and what a teacher! A more punctoal, regular
and methodical man was never known. We could synchronise our watches by Mr. Flynn's
arrival at the school premises.  His students would cagerly anticipate the day of Mr
Flynn's absence from school, but in wain, for Mr. Flynn would bestride into their
parrow world - & Memesis stern of eye and heavy of hand.

There is an anecdole which [ recall from my school days. It was common know-
ledge that Mr. Flynn was a lover of Cock fights-a sport which had been the favourite
of the Nawabs of Oudh. He kept the finest breed of cocks and looked after them
with the aimaost care, and every sunday had a Cock fight at his residence. Humour was
provalent among wi boys that if Mr. Flyen's game cock won the fight then Monday
would be an casy day for us; but if not, then we would have to *book our scats’ for the
forthcoming lashing. Hence Monday moraing would find wus anxiously awaiting his
arrival, to wish him ‘good moming’ and watch his reaction. If *‘Old Patsy’ reciprocated
with a smile then our world was coloured with a rosy hue; if with a frown, then with
trembling limbs and fearful hearts we took our scats, cach recommending himself to his
patron sainl.

In later years when Mr. Flynn discovered our secret apprehension he was very,
very amused, for he had never imagined that we could ever attach so great an impor-
tanee to his Sunday amesement which most probably was forgotien by the evening.
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Apart from the fear we had of his swift retribution we loved and admired him for
his kindly nature and for the lucid way he would impart knowledge to us. He had accu-
mulated a great fund of misccllancous knowledge which by a peculiar promptitude of
mind was ever ready at his call.

I recollect many incidents with which this wonderful man was associated and it is
not without regret that I realise what an excellent teacher this school and this gencration
had lost at his retirement after forty-five years of unflinching and sclfless devotion to his
Alma-mater; what a paragon of a man his friends and his family have lost at his sad
demise!

Often we hear the rmustle of his wings but faintly and from afar. Sometimes,
howaver the Angel of Death brushes his wings nearer home , and when he passed by a
loved one, relative or Mrend, accompanies him away., On the 16th June 1969, like an
energetic Tax gatherer he came collecting his toll, and because he could nol be denied
our beloved Mr. C. Keelor answered his summons.

Charles Keeler was born Sth Nov. 1888,  He passad the Matriculation examinalion
in 1906 and undcrwent a course of training in teaching for two years in the government
Training College at Sanawar. He secured a diploma of the First Clas with Special
Merit in the practice of Education. He was appoinied to the siafl of the institution in
1929 and in 1948 assumed the office of Head Master, till 1951 when he retired after long
and devoled service.

Mr. Keelor presented an arresting personality 1o the world. As a teacher he under-
stood the boys' little troubles and appreciated their problems and it was this quality that
endeared him (o those under his guidance. Mever was there a pupil or a member of
stafl’ who sought the Headmaster and failed to find a (riend. His was the restraining
hand against the impetoosity of school boys and the calming influence over the some-
times misguided zcal of the stafl

Indefutigable as a worker, there was nothing that ke could mot put his hands to,
and that to some purpose.  Little things that weat awry as little things have a way of
doing in the best of regulsted establishments, were promptly and efficiently dealt with
by him. Was the school hall to be seitled, a cricket match to be played T Did a boy need
help in a crossword puzzle or “Mucheth™ explained 7 Was there a referce short on the
plaving frcld or a coach at wg-o-war 7 He was there to fill the gap and to lend n hand.
He was the efficient worker that found no work beyond or bencath him.

He was not only a boy among boys : he was ¢iscalially 8 man's man, and his in-
herent good nature made him a host of fnends.  Everyone felt in him the qualities of a
friend on whom they could lean with confidemce. Mewer did he fail in extending that
supporting hand or refrained from a word that encourages or clevates. The magic of
his magnetic mind drew everyone within its benevolent circle 1o a realisation of devo-
ton 1o duty in its most lovable aspects.  Hit was the friendship mot reserved Tor high
occasions, bul gave evidence its existence of in the subtle lile things of every day
life-a cheery smike, a hearty handshake, & Kindly grocting, a sense of humour and an
understanding heart.  For this we loved him.  For this we remember him.,

forthcoming school concert or P,T. display. It was Mr. Leonard Manuel our Band
Master.

Mr. Manuel was born in Madras and descended from a long line of musician,
Though he was a versatile instrumentalist his reputation as a trumpeter and arrangsr
brought him 1o the notice of men and St. Francis'. Whether it was the P.T. display or
an occasion like the school. Conecert, he never failed to entertain people with his varied
repertoire.

He was never dismayed by the immensity of the task he was undertaking in
preparing new boys for the many school funciions. Grossly determined to make them
into 2 band of five musicians he would start off in right earnest. The praclices were
marked with “volley and thunder” followed by joy and lsughter,

In the Band room in ihe far corner of the school, the young ones are playing, with
imensity of purpose & singularly monolonous scale passage. Their fingers stray off into a
quaint trilling fugue which pleases them, and they weave funciful arabesque, half dream-
ing. Soona petulant wvoicea little thickned and slurred is heard, *Yet on with your
work' he says, “Get on to something useful, there is time for preity woss afterwards.”

Towards the end of Janoary 1972 he was taken ill.  He put up & great Gzht for
days. His face, lined by mental struggle, but indicative of strength and rugped  simplicity,
grew paler with increasing exhaustion. On February 2nd 1972 he was sinking fast,

As a maiter
of fact even the icy wing of death could not take that out of her face because even in

her sleep of death she preserved it and she continuad to smile at all thos: who went and
paid their last homage 1o her.

We have all prayed together during the Holy sacrifice of the Mass for the repose of

of the soul of dear Yvonne. She died fully resigned 1o the holy Will of God, and she
prayed to our Lady of Perpetual Succour 1o take care of her. 1 am sure that for many

yoars 1o come Yvonne will sull be with ui.  She will be with the pupils whom she has
taught with dedication and devotion; she will be with the members of the stalf who will
remember her smile her affability, her checrfulness. She will be with all her dear friends

who will remember her kindness towards everybody. She will live above all in the hearls

Today, St, Francis' College has nearly iwo thousand studeénis. The tiny seed planted by
Fr. Norbert has grown into a mighty tree, a great institption imparting education and
moulding its students into men of peace and goodwill { Pax ¢t Bonum - the College
nlmtn'_i. The tree has Blastamed and borne feoit as Francizcans kave carved oul a niche
for themselves while treading the path from the portals of this hallowed institution 1o the
Hall of Fame. 5t Fronocis' can claim amongst its old boys - civil servants, engincers,
dectors, lawyers, teachers, academicians, men of leiters, soldicrs, exccutives, businessmen
and musicians - one of whom bas even made it to the Guinoess Book of World Records.

The college campus was the scene of hectic and fewerish activity as students and
teachers alike geared up and worked with near-fanatical zeal to make the week-long
Centenary Celebrations a success. Whether it be the Centepary Exhibition or the P, T,
display, all involved worked with a strange ardour and fervour never seen before, As
D- day drew closer, the hustle-bustle gained momentum and onticipation increnscd.

President of India, Giani Zail Singh and the Prime Minister, Shri Rajiv Gandhi also

sent their good wishes,
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The weck-long Ceatenary Celebrations formally began on Monday, 18th November
1985 with the Ri. Rev, Dr, Alan De Lastic, Catholic Bishop of Lucknow, lighting the
Centenary Flame which was to be kep: burning all through the week long celebrations
The flame was lighted under the beoiga cyes of 51, Franchs of Assisi, the Patron Saiot
of our college and one felt one could almost see bim pray for the soocess of Centenary
his arms folded in silent and solemn bepediction. The Bishop then proceeded to hoit

the College Flag to the strains of “The" no bugles may blow™ which is the College
Anthem.

To begin the Cenlenary Celebrations on an avspicious note, an Inter-Denominational
Prayer Service had been arranged. A few students, sitting around the beautifully deco-
rated statuc of 5i. Francis, the college patron, recited prayers from the scriptures of the
four major religions of India, wiz.

The badges were a great hit with the students and siafl members and soon
almost all the studenis and teachers (including our Principal) could be seen wearing the
badges on the lapels of their coats |

The Prayer Service was followed by an InterCollege Talent Contest in Hindi,
Students from varions colleges all over Lucknow came and gave ample proof of their
singing talent. In the vocal sectlon, the fare was quite varied and ranged from classical
and semi classical compositions (0 the down-to-garth film songe Si. Francis', the home
team, came [irit but not before Mahanagar Boys” put up & tough fight The Chiel Guest
for the contest wis Mr. Surendma Moban, Secretary, Department of Cultural Affairs and
Teuriem 10 the Gowt. of U. P.  He apprised the boys of the need to preserve our rich
cultural heritage while keeping pace with modern times.

In the evening, the Inter-College Talent comtest was held in English. Most of the

entries related to light weslern and pop music.  In this ¢event, Loreto Convent got the
better of St Francis’ and walked awny with the trophy.

The next day, the 1%b of November, 1983 saw the inaguration of the Centenary
Exhibition by Fr. Romano Bobani, O. F. M. Cap,, an ex-Principal of the College, who
bad come all the way from South Africa specially for this occasion.  He felt that the
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The Centenary Concert in the evening for the pareats of the Junior School sindents
bad Mr. Sunil Shastei Minister for Power and Energy, Gove, of U. P, a3 the Chiel Guest.
The highlight of the comcert was am original farce, “What bappeoed 1o Jones,” The
play was o hilarious that members of the audicnce held their sides as they split with
taughtcr. Some of our fellow Franciscans are really talented and ons feels that their

Another allraction of the evening was the operetts, “In Mexico Land™, The
College Choir had turaed up in full strength that evening, looking rather dandy-like while

Maiti, R. Chatterjee and 5. Gupta figured in the All-India Merit List for ICSE examina-
tions with over 919, marks while Sharad Mehrotrn found o berth for himself in the Merit
List for the | 5.C. examinations. Apart from 1his, several boys obiained over §0% marks.

The Pro-
MNuncio was full of praise for the Litergy selocted for the Mass and apprecinicd the cffons
of the College Choir.  The visit of the Pro-Nuocio, might thes, be called the piece-de-
resistance of the entire Centenary Celebrations.

Scveral students had been prepariog for the Mass P. T. display.  The day had come
10 prove themclves. In the Inter-Collegiate Athletic Meer, ereditable performances were
put in by St Francls’ College, Christ Church College and Mahanagar Boys' Inter College.
The Chief Guest for the evening was Mr. Vir Bahadur Singh, Chiefl Minister of U. P.
He gave a highly educational and inspiring specch to the boys.  He then proceeded 1o
distribute centificates and medals o the prizc winners.  The prestigious prize of Best
Boy of the college went to Aditya Agarwal while S. Hansal was declared the Sportsman of
the year. We, then, settled 1o waich the P. T. display. A Scottish Highland dance, a
feather dasoe, a rostic Bhaogra performance and a freehand dispiay by the scpiors., The
modt atiractive items were however the Mashal drill and the Torchlight Tatioo where boys
formed intricate and complex patferns,
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The programme concluded with a scintillating fireworks display, an afair to remem-
ber. The teachers in the announcement booth had a bard time ordering excited students
to move out from the path of the crazy fireworks. As the rockets ' zoomed to the sky,
one felt that the Omnipresent was showering down his blessings. The Centenary flame
was giving lts last spurts before finally dying out.

Incidentally, the entire Centlenary Celebrations were being filmed on video so that
the events might be recorded for posterity.

Silence, When one returned to College after four days, one could see the hare
skeleton of a pandal lying in the front-ficld, a mute reminder of the Glorious Centenary,
There was sorrow in our hearts. Yel we were happy for were we not among the lucky
ones who could work and contribute our mite, however small for the centenary, Such an
affair comes oanly once in a lifetime, for a hundred years is a long long time. We all
seemed 10 be hoping against hope that we would be around for 51, Francis' bicentenary
in 2085. It was an affair to cherish, the splendour and the pomp. We will not forget,
St. Francis. When we pass out after completing our education, we will remain true to
our College anthem.

Yes, St. Francis, we will answer when duty shall call.

Mr. Flynn the class veacher
read the slip which Radbey gave him, looked at me with a frown and sard, *you are
Camphor 7 Far too skinny-you'll feel the sting of my cane more, You can imagine
what must have bern the feelings of a lad of unfledged year after such a welcome. |
felt that a semience of “Ultima Supplicia had already been pronounced on me, Mr. Flyan
Wil & very strict master who would brook no nonsense. Well could Goldsmith's lines
be quoted for him, ‘A man severe he was and stern of view'.  We, his students quailed
at the very mention of his name and his presence berelt us of all speech, A day would
mol pass without some of us falling viclims to the solid old ‘malecca’ which he always
carried with him, Occasionally, as il realizing the phobia he was creating inm us, he
would crack a few jokes, and the cloud of gloom would be dispelled for a few moments.

In this Class Mr, Lefevre 1aught us Geometry, With him too we had hardly any
respite, but we had one consolation that he would take away the sting from the flogeing
he gave us by his sciotillating bumorous remarks as the cane descended upon our open

palms.

Class teacher for both Classes ¥ and V1. He was a genial old soul to whom we could
take our problems and be sure of a willing car. From Standard Y11 vpto Scnior Cams
bridge we were in the hands of Mr. N, E. Kelly {(Head Masier), Mr. Charles Keslor,
Mr. A. Ferss and Mr. V. Vance. Mr. Kelly ‘The absent minded Professor” was neverthe-
less nick-named Sherlock Holmes as be was tall, thin, fair, wilh an acquiling nose, sharp
hendsome features, and a far away look which suggested that he was in the process of
solving & mystery.  But he was & good feacher and o capable administrator. He took
over ns Headmaster when *Daddy” D'Souza  retired.

Mr. Keelor who later succeeded Mr. Htl‘ly as Head Masier was quite a jowial indi-
vidiual, thowgh he put on a groff extenor to appear formidable.  His penius was acknows
ledged by all.  Fle was precise in his thinking. You could not hover with him upon the
confines of truth or wander the maze of a probable argument. He always kept his path.
You could not make excursions wilth him for he soon set vou night.

We had the good fortune of being taught by Mr. Vance the versatile genivs of our
School. He was a Gulliver among his litike people. endeavouring to fit the siature of
his anderstanding to ours.  Yet he was humble, kind and very generous with a lLamane
temperament.  He was the *Gold smith’ of our uge. Once he took off and gave away
hig coat to a poor old man on & November evening, while he himsell went shivering home.
| may here mentioned that it was he who composed the words of our College anthem.
He has wrilten 2 number of pocms, may of whech have found their way in the schoal

Mr. Ferns taught us Maths. He was a learned and clever teacher but he always
seemed to be lost in the void as if mounted wpon airy stilis of absimction. He was he
butt of jokes both among teachers a3 well as studenis, because of his abseal mindedness
He would suddenly burst out with some rare utterance which would cvoke a few titters
all around, with Mr. Ferns happily oblivious to the stir he had caused. Sample there
howlers :

“Rullockearis ply in the Tundras™

Elephants roam witd in the jungles - (Pawse) = They will eoter your dining room, sit
on your arms and bite you and you get malaria”. He was teaching us about Burma

These “August’ personalities I have summoned up before you are now unsubsian-
tial, and only memories, but their importance is from the past, both for me and for
those who knew them.

Many memories revelve in my mind as [ look at the old buildings of the school 1
frace my #leps to the concert hall and as [ stand there my mind flashes back some forly
five-fifty years and once again [ recall my schoal days when my school mates and
teachers assembled there on the first day of a new session.

As | remember, the Principal would welcome the new papils and exhort them 1o
work hard and with a will. How ibe years would pass in toil, play, laughter and tears.
The finals would come and be over. Once again we would astemble in the Concert Hall,
bul with pounding hearts and bated breaths with hopes and fears, but with hopes bely-
ing our fears, we would wait for the results 1o be declared and then . the joy and the
relief of being declared successful.  The Principal would thea address the nssembly and
a hush would descend upon the entire hall.  He would wish us happy holidays. A short
Prayer would be recited and the hymn 'O causs Nosira Leticia® would be sung in all
solemnity; with the haunting melody of the hymn a feeling of sadness would descend
upon us. The last sirains of the hymn would cease, and ihen the assembly dispersed.
There were handshakes and Choruses of farewells as we prepared 1o depart .....Soon the
echoes dic and silence reigns where once there was a hubub of pclivity,. The wvery walls
that stand as silent specltalors give o mule lestinsony thal holidays have indesd come.

I ance again become consclous of my surroundings, and realire that what my mind
conjured up was but a reverie. 1 #¢¢ the empty hall, remember my fricnds who, one by
one kave Jeft. Some bave gone 1o their cteronl rest. I remamber my dear, dear men-
tors who are mow bo mors (Rest to the souls of those fine old pedagogues: the breed
long since extingt). I look back on them wilh a blind vencration; what mystery lurks
in this retroversion] and' I think the past is everything, being nothing. With a sigh 1
recancile mysell to the present and it brings to my mind these lines :—

Was I proud 7 Howewer [ most apologise for the fact that in the
few words 1 said after, [ failed to réter to the performance of the speakers, bt instead
reminisced on an incident which bad taken place in the Concert Hall many years ago
when my father was Headmaster, illustrating the old adage *In the midst of life we are
in death” probably recalled by the auvrs of death and destruction which pervaded the
whole debate.

Being
a psychiatrist, much of my ramblings will bz probably my owa feelings of environmenial
infloznces and will be centered arcund me, 1I'm going to also indulge in that process called
free association and let the thoughts be expressed as they coms. | am visualizing now
what was in the years before 1936, | have no idea of the copstruction and arrangement
of 5. Francis’ College as it exists now, so | am going 10 think of the high school that

was when | was a boarder at the schaol,

The lront of the school was the hockey field and this mres occopicd predominance
particularly on the October 41k, when the school celebrated its biggest day, or its Corpus
Christi when the procession passed in front, and the altars, which rivaled éach other
were facing that lawn or that field. It also occupied a central position in the anowal
presentation of the drama that was enacted in the middle of that center building which
became o stoge foar an open door concert, eveat or preseniation of awerds, That cenier
building occupied the more important people in the school, mainly the scoiors from the
sevenil 1o ihe teoth grades. It olso had Uhe teachers” loungs on the lefi hand side while
the aweiome offices of the priecipal and the headmasier was on its right fank. Faciog
this building on the left hapd side was the Farge study hall and the indoor stags. The
school was soted, in the town of Luckoow for it stage play or comedy and ran for three
days and attended by the population ot largs. MNight performances were ptiended by
the hig brass with black tie and tails or long gowns. Those were cacitieg days for the
school and particalacly for those who took part in the droma or the play. 1 wasa ham
then and took some leadiog roles. [ rem:mber particulardy of the preseniation of the
Leghorn Hat and Morman Eelly, the teacher who usuvally coacicd and dirccted the
ococasion and th: actors. That was also the ball wheee we took our examioations ond
w0 one cannot forgst the tension and stréss durieg that period.  That building housed
the kindezrgartsn to the sinth grads, Talking about the kindergarten, I remember the
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teacher, Mrs, Martin who apparently took a fancy to me and tried 1o make me inte o

plano player and a singer, both of which embarmised me greatly as 1 had no talent for
either of them and as it turned out | was meant to be more of an actor that did not

sing.

To the right of the central buldiog was the dormitory. | wonder whether you have
such a largs open dormitory now. That szrved many parposcs, the annual dance and
the place where [ learned to skate on its slippery pavement floor. It alio brings back
memory of 1he bays who sacaked out at might from 1he dormitory and brought back pil-
lowcases of cither guavas, green mangoes or other froit.  While 1 did oot bave the cou-
rage to veoture out and do i1, [ participated in enjoying the loot that was brought back.
Attached to the dormiory, | cannot forget the primitive latrines and bath houses that
were afl that were available in those years. 1 do noi believe that they would pass any
bealth criteria in the pressol time, particolarly in the Usited States. They may not even
pass the criteria for a camp which we all weat to.  Talking about camps, ard | am
going 1o ramble nmow, thoss were delighiful camps, meaning the s¢out camps where wt
went far cut ioto the countrysids and had such fun and such good food provided by the
scoutmaster and hie family, the Fern's, [t uszd 1o be, [ beliewe, a three day camp and
1 wonder whether that practice is still in existence. Furiber to the right of that dormi-
tory was the newest building, the ialirmary with the chapel above it. 1 also happened
to be in charg: of the chapel and thus have many more memories of it 1 cnjoyed
5 taite of the lellaver mass wint of the coltings of the host that was supplied. Goisg
to the rear of ibese buildings was the refrectory or the dining ball and behind that was
the football field or the major ficld where all great events look place. That field
bricgs back many memorics begioning with the years whea we had the foods from the
Gomti River which fitled the whole of the backyard of the school and cansed greal exci
tement and fun in playlag in the water, sic. even though it may have been quite dirty.
But the greatest memory was the annual event for the sports and ficld events that were
run in that backfield and attendsd again by parenis and population at large. [t brings
to mind the bealihy vivalry and competition among the thres houses that existed, St
Grorge's, St, Andrew's and, 1 believe, St. Patrick™s.  The houses competed for points in
various events throughout the year and the house that kad the grealest number of points
won an award and were allowed 10 go and seek contnbutions from the staff, from poople
and bave a big bash or picnic with platy of food aod fua, The competitions among the
houiet was €0 great that one did not feel the loms of first place, when you were sccond,
because the boy who is in first place belonged to the same house. 1 remember the com.
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petition  ingpired me o even take up long-distancs runnisg Lo win points for the house
which was 5t, George's at the time, That back ficld alio prescnted a beautifal marching
drill each year, with costumes and over one husdred students participating. The massive
drilts that ihe United Siates kod in every school and college oa the plaving ficlds ofea
reminds me of those clever diills and spectacular shows, put on by Mr. Charlss Kegler, a
great inspirer, keader and whe participated to even playing with the students on the 1eam
in foothall amd oiber games, Charles Kesler was abio (he head of 5t Georges"s bouss
aod o great sponsor and mentor of mine.  He wat my latin teachar, my cosch and 1he
one who perkaps did the most escouragement prompliog me o enter competition in the
countrs for selection into medical school. 1 there was one keacher, and there is always
one teacher that inspires one, il was Charles Kezlsr, who even introduced me to Sir
Henry Gidney, whe started me on my carcer ard to what T am now.

The other spectacular and joyous event for the school was always st Corpus Christi
time when we marched with the band ard 1, bang the assistant scoutmaster to the
traop, led the boyscouls behind the band, through the strects 1o whal was the church
and then retern in the evenng for the great procession; the rivalry of the boantiful aliars
that were built all along the route, through a meighboring school, 51, Joseph's School. |
wonder il 1hat's still there Talking aboul the school band we had a bugls, fife and
drum only and there were occasions when the buglers, not practiced ensugh or sulfered &
loss of breath, had embamassing moments.

There were other little things that were enjoyable or traditions in ihe schaol and one
was a vendor who had & basket full of freit and peanuts and who extended credit to his
favorite students, [ being one of them. The werdor, [ remembar the same was “Tincha”
and ke was quit a symbol in the school who had becn there for many, many years.  And
there was the sweet shop in the rear of e bakery, The school had jts own bakery at the back
and cocked and prepared its own bréad.  Obviously anything that was edibls 1o boys at
& boarding school were attractions and ail high premium. There was also the great riva.
Iry and competition with the other college in Lucknow which was the Protestant College,
La Martinere, 1 wonder what i the situation now. We also had imspiring [irst class
hockey and fostkall teams in the community and in the town. This school did shine
in many areas and was well known for its accomplishments. [ do believe that that early
training and the opportunity for leadership in whatever 1 have done in my life. When 1
stodied kard and when 1 played, T played hard and folloaed that principal all along.

Allow me to introduce my self as an ex-student of your institution. 1T had the
privilege of being in the SCHOOL from my 3rd standard right upto the Sr. Cambridge,
i. e standard ten, At that time in the year 1946, our school did mot provide education
the above Xth. First Mr. D'Souza and thereafier Mr. Kelly were our Head Masters
(uber teachers were Mr. Keelor, Mr. Ferns, Mr. Yance, Mr. Barker, Mr. Flyn and a few
others. Amang the lady teachers were Miss Bregaoza, Mrs, William, and a few others who
were not teach our classes. [ had two Principals in my time.

At that time the principal was not in the teacking cadre, He was just the
administrative head. We had quite & few teachers at that time direct from England.
Mr Collins and Mr. Tobit werefrom U. K. The teachers and the students were in
those days, part of the same family. There was no difference, no diversion and no
neglect, The birth-day of our class teacher was a festivity for the entire class.  Adorned
and decked was the teschers mantle-piece with our bumble presents and remained so for
months of end on display to visitors. We in turn-the full class-were feasted by muommy
i.¢. our class teacher's lady.

Sir, 1 do not think 1 can coavey into 50 many words, the quality of my class mates,
The stufl with which they were made exists no longer. At lunch-hour or even atl tilfen
break we wsed fo pool our food and share it; even the boarders got a share. Aoy
function at home was no function unless joined by all. If some body was absent one
of s used 1o cvcle down 1o find out why he Bad'nt come.

The school was divided into 3 main parts. First tha hig block of the southera end
wiad (o house the main hall and classes from Kindergartzn to the Sivth. std: Then there
wis the middls tiked portion, bowasing the libmary, office, our Head Master's office,
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teacher's rest room and standard 7 to std. 10. On the nonhern side was the main block,
housing the House Masies's room, the dormitory and the stairs leading 10 the chapeil.
Bebind the chapel was the small hospital. And what a hospital it was 7 It was funay 10
find that no other medical cure was sufficiant to heal than a phial of water from
sister Angela which had the properiies of an all curing ambrozia, Then the wonderful
supreb neem-tree behind the hospilal bordering our back-feld., The serene calm quiet and
sublime shade, the gatkering of all crammers who had to learn poetry by-heart, or the
pleasure of just sitting on the brick-lined terrace was a miracla to bhe experienced,

There was 8 building right across the rear of the school from the scicnce lab,
te the toilst on the northern ond. In this building a room was alloted to the commerce
class, and a big room called THE MESS. Here too was our “Buddha's” tuck-shop.  Sir,
Tam just giving these detalds to show you, how much Imiss my school College,
University and those other parts of owr world cancot call evok: In me moms
sincerity and efection. Today ocly those by gone reminiscences and recoliections bring
nostolgia, wave after wave, because they brings 10 mind a home, n family and blessed
parenial tcachers who wied to pour out their hearts into our stupsd brain. Peace be to
them wherever they are.

S Franes' High School (now College), 1o me means 100 many
things, Besides everything ¢lee | owe two imporiant things 1o my Alma Mater-my pen
and my speech. If T am a Dr. Jekyll it’s doe 1o SFS and if 1 am a Mr Hyde again it's
5F5.

I was n reluctant pupil of this school in 1953, Relusant, perhaps because thero
was no minimum age barrier and alio bevause 1 was a spoilt child and 1 would do any-
thing 10 prevent my eniry to the classroom. [ was literally and wirtwally dragged by
my brothers 10 the school while Miss Paul eatrusted with the burden of keeping me in
the classroom and helping me pick up the alphabet. At times, during the intervals,
I would make wse of the gaps between the grills of the gate opposite our house, and
rush back home, The second school coming was more fruitful us my brothers would be
away and appeasement was showered on me 1o go back to the school. Fioally, the
pructice had to be given up because Rev. Fro Alfred, (The Principal), decided to put
a tin sheet to prevent the misuse of the otherwise gaping grills.

Wheoever | see2 Mre Edwards, nee AMizs Paul, 1 feel like thanking her each time
rather than just wishing her with u *Hello” She taught me 1o hold a pencil, she taught me
the letters and the pumbers and despite all my reluctance to be & good student ahe
endured me patiently.

By 1956, 1 was wsed 1o the surroundings of SFS, und Mrs. Dale, an elderly lady
who took great care of all her pupils, was my class teacher. During the interval I stood
there watching *Gulli danda’ being played by the senior boys.

Dale was wild
with anger. She saw to it that this couniry-game was no more played in the school
precincts.
